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Arende
Landskapsregeringens synpunkter pa BSPC:s resolution
fran 2019 jamte vidtagna och planerade atgarder

Med hanvisning till den arliga BSPC-resolution som antogs i Oslo vid den
parlamentariska Ostersjokonferensen den 27 augusti 2019 har Alands lagting den
19 december 2019 vidarebefordrat resolutionen till Alands landskapsregering for
att fa svar pa vad landskapsregeringen avser gora, alternativt redan gjort.

Resolutionen innehaller 31 prioriterade uppmaningar/punkter till regeringarna i
Ostersjoomradet. Punkterna ar fordelade under foljande fyra rubriker:

1. olika samarbetsprojekt och andra samarbeten i regionen

2. framtidens arbetsmarknader

3. havsrelaterade skyddsatgarder for att nd FN:s hallbarhetsmal ar 2030

4. migration och integration

Alands Landskapsregering konstaterar &ven att uppmaningarna/punkterna tangerar
varandra och svarar pa resolutionen har nedan.

Punkt 1

Alands landskapsregering deltar i flera internationella samarbeten och projekt
kopplat till havet och kustmiljéer, miljo och klimat som till exempel Coast4us och
Seabased Measures samt Aland Seamap. Alands landskapsregering samarbetar
ocksd med 6vriga Ostersjolander gallande EU:s marina direktiv och HELCOM
bade vad det géller 6vervakning och atgarder.

Punkt 2

I enlighet med BSPC:s 26:e resolutions énskemal om ett multinationellt forum for
unga &r ReGeneration 2030 under fortsatt etablering. ReGeneration 2030 samlar
unga frén 14 lander och sjalvstyrande omraden runt Ostersjon: Finland, Aland,
Sverige, Norge, Danmark, Gronland, Féroarna, Island samt Ryssland, Estland,
Lettland, Litauen, Polen och Tyskland. Alands landskapsregering avser att
fortsatta samarbetet med bade Nordiska ministerradet och Council of the Baltic
Sea States (CBSS) kring ReGeneration 2030, i syfte att stdda involveringen av
unga i forverkligandet av Agenda 2030. Den tredje upplagan av ReGeneration



2030 Summit arrangeras pa Aland 22-24 augusti 2020. Alands landskapsregering
Onskar att BSPC Overvéger att inleda ett formaliserat samarbete med
ReGeneration 2030.

Punkt 3

Alands landskapsregering deltar sedan 25 ar som part i gransdverskridande
samarbeten i Ostersjon och faster stor vikt vid att medfinansiera projekt sé att
alandska parter ska kunna delta i internationella samarbeten. Detta for att till
exempel kunna Oka regionens konkurrenskraft, minska naringsutslapp i vattnet,
gora en gemensam havsplanering, utveckla besoksmal samt utforma gemensamma
utbildningar inom till exempel sjukvard ombord pa fartyg. Detta ger en hallbar
finansiering och insatser som Okar manniskors samhorighet. Under ar 2020
utarbetas ocksa nya Interreg-program for aren 2021 — 2027.

Punkt 7, 9, 10

Alands landskapsregering har bestdllt en studie av Alands Statistik och
Utredningsbyrd (ASUB) om “Alands framtida tillvixt — mojligheter och
utmaningar”. Ddr framgar att de fyra megatrenderna ar teknologisk utveckling,
klimatforandring och klimatpolitik, forandrad befolkningsstruktur och den globala
omfordelningen av ekonomisk makt. Alla dessa trender kommer att ha paverkan
pa utvecklingen av stora delar av den alandska ekonomin. Det paverkar
arbetslivet, vilken typ av kompetens som efterfragas, andrade forutsattningar och
krav pa hur politiken ska styra utvecklingen, andrade konsumentbeteenden och
arbetsmarknadsdeltagandet samt delvis Gppnas nya marknader att arbeta pa.
Forandringar leder till att nya mojligheter uppstar och det ar en fordel for ett litet
samhéalle med mojlighet till snabba beslut, men ocksa nar det galler att se nya
affarsmojligheter. Alands landskapsregering har pekat ut 6kad inflyttning och
digitalisering som fokusomraden de kommande aren.

Punkt 12

Aland som region i Europa ar en féregangare med hogre sysselsattningsgrad for
kvinnor an for man samt aven en totalt sett hog sysselsattning. Det aterstar arbete
for att skapa lika forutsattningar for kvinnor att delta i beslutsfattande positioner.
Aven fortsatt arbete kravs for att oka den ekonomiska jamstalldheten.

Punkt 13

Alands landskapsregering stoder alla anstrangningar som gors for att forhindra
“forlorade generationer”, det vill sdga personer som inte kommer in pa
arbetsmarknaden efter studierna.

Punkt 14, 15,17
Alands landskapsregering har tagit fram en plaststrategi (&r 2019) for att minska
spridning av plast och mikroplaster i miljon.

Punkt 19, 21

En Havsplan for Aland haller pd att tas fram for att skydda och restaurera marina
habitat. Havsplaneringen har bland annat skett genom det avslutade
samarbetsprojektet Pan Baltic Scope.

Alands landskapsregering fortsatter i samarbete med Abo Akademi inventeringen
av undervattensnaturen kring Aland med syfte att skydda den genom projektet
Aland Seamap.



Efter oroande rapporter kommer Alands landskapsregering tillsammans med
Naturresursinstitutet (LUKE) i Helsingfors att under ar 2020 starta en
vetenskaplig studie 6ver tillstndet av torskbesténdet runt Aland.

Punkt 22, 23
Inom landskapet Aland anvénds lagstiftningen om miljokonsekvensbedémning
och miljébedémning i drenden som har en betydande miljépaverkan.

Punkt 25

Den fria rorligheten inom Europa forutsatter system som kan ta tillvara kunskap
och kompetens fran andra lander. Bra eller gemensamma system underlattar dven
vid migration fran lander utanfor Europa vad galler exempelvis utbildning, arbete,
tillgang till basservice, boende och halsovard samt social inkludering. Aland
arbetar efter “Landskapsregeringens program for integrationsfrdmjande”,
nationella riktlinjer samt riktlinjer fran EU - déribland "Integration Action Plan of
Third-Country — Nationals”. Personer som kommit till Aland som
kvotflyktingar/flyktingar eller bosatt sig p& Aland under sin asylansgkan omfattas
av rikets lagstiftning om integration. Ovriga inflyttade omfattas av den alandska
lagstiftningen.

Punkt 28

Alands landskapsregering bildade 2016 natverket bérkraft.ax tillsammans med
aktorer fran naringslivet, civilsamhallet och utbildningssektorn. Barkraft.ax fyller
ett flertal funktioner. En av dem &r att natverket utgor en plattform for dialog
mellan saval privatpersoner som organisationer fran alla samhallssektorer. Saval
fysiska som digitala motesplatser for samtal om samhallsutvecklingen é&r
tillgangliga for alla som bor p& Aland.

Punkt 26-30

Alands litenhet har &nnu inte médjliggjort att inflyttade kan f& all service pé en
servicepunkt. Ansvaret ar uppdelat pa staten, landskapet och kommuner. All
service finns inte heller tillganglig p& Aland hela tiden. | dagslaget kommer
Migrationsverket, som ansvarar Gver tillstandsarenden, till Aland var 6:e vecka.

Aland har 16 kommuner, som var och en har integrationsfrégan pa sitt bord och
har sina egna integrationsfrimjande program och eventuella avtal om
flyktingmottagande med staten. Kommunernas Socialtjanst (KST) ar ett nytt
kommunforbund som forpliktar kommunerna till en samordnad socialtjanst. De
paborjar sin verksamhet 1.1.2021. Integrationsfragan ar en del som kommer att
lyftas in i deras verksamhet. Alands landskapsregering har redan pabérjat
diskussionen med dem kring integrationsfragor.

Alands landskapsregering kallar till regelbundna samordningsméten med
kommunerna och tredje sektorn for att ta del av aktuella behov och se hur de kan
motas med insatser pa olika nivaer. Som till exempel genom att arrangera
sprékcaféer, utbildningar, aktiviteter med flera. Alands landskapsregering ger
mojligheten for tredje sektorn att soka sérskilt stod for olika integrationsframjande
projekt.

Inom AMIF-projektet En saker hamn dir Alands landskapsregeringen &r
huvudman, har natverksarbetet fordjupats och sarskilda insatser kunnat
genomféras. Som exempel kan ndmnas utbildning av Samhélls- och
halsokommunikatorer. Forhoppningen &r att kommunikatérerna skall forbattra
samhallsinformationen och dven mojligheten for migranterna att fa informationen



pa sitt modersmal. Forhoppningen ar dven att na ut med informationen till en
bredare malgrupp i ett tidigare skede. Genom projektet har ocksa en digital
plattform www.integration.ax tagits fram som har som mal att samla all
information pa ett stélle.

Alands landskapsregeringen har ett informationskontor, Kompassen, dit
utomnordiska migranter kan véanda sig for att hanvisas till ratt instans. Personer
som flyttar inom Norden erbjuds stod via Nordiska ministerradets
informationstjanst Info Norden, som har ett kontor p& Aland.

Punkt 31

Goda exempel ar en bra grund for nya idéer. | dagslaget ar det mojligt att via olika
digitala plattformar ta del av och inspireras av goda exempel fran riket, Norden
och Europa kring integration. Ofta finns det daremot behov av att anpassa
malsattningar och strategier efter lokala forhallanden och forutsattningar for att fa
basta mojliga effekt.

Unofficial translation: The Government of Aland's view regarding the BSPC Resolution of
2019 and information of measures taken and actions planned

In August 2019 at the annual Baltic Sea Parliamentary Conference (BSPC) in
Oslo the BSPC resolution was adopted. The purpose of the resolution is that
governments around the Baltic Sea region pay attention to different areas
described below. December 19" 2019 the parliament of Aland forwarded the
resolution to its government for further actions.

The resolution contains 31 priority appeals/points sent to the governments in the
Baltic Sea Region. The points are assigned in following four headings:

1. various projects and other collaborations

2. future labour markets

3. maritime related protectives to achieve the UN Sustainability Agenda by 2030
4. migration and integration

The Government of Aland also notice that the appeals/points are being tangent to
each other. In this letter the Government of Aland describe measures taken and
actions planned for these objectives.

Point 1

The Government of Aland participates in several international collaborations and
projects linked to the sea and coastal environments, environment and climate,
such as Coastd4us and Seabased Measures as well as Aland Seamap. The
Government of Aland also cooperating with the other Baltic Sea countries
regarding EU Marine Strategy Framework Directive and HELCOM in terms of
both monitoring and action.

Point 2

In accordance to the request to the BSPC's 26th resolution for a multinational
forum for young people, ReGeneration 2030 is under continues establishment.
ReGeneration 2030 brings young people together from 14 countries and
autonomous regions around the Baltic Sea: Finland, Aland, Sweden, Norway,
Denmark, Greenland, Faroe Islands, Iceland and Russia, Estonia, Latvia,
Lithuania, Poland and Germany. The Government of Aland intends to continue
the cooperation with both the Nordic Council of Ministers and the Council of the
Baltic Sea States (CBSS) regarding ReGeneration 2030, in order to support the



involvement of young people in the implementation of The Agenda 2030. The
third edition of the ReGeneration 2030 Summit will be held in Aland August 22-
24 2020. The Government of Aland require BSPC to consider a formalized
collaboration with ReGeneration 2030 in the future.

Point 3

The Government of Aland has been participating in international cooperation in
the Baltic Sea region for 25 years and attaches great importance to co-financing
projects so that different parties and businesses can participate in international
cooperations. This is for example, to increase the region's competitiveness, to
reduce nutrient emissions into water, to make common maritime planning,
develop tourist attractions and to develop joint training courses in, for example,
healthcare on board ships. This provides sustainable funding and efforts that
increase people's solidarity and affinity. New Interreg programs for the period
2021-2027 will also be developed during the year 2020.

Point 7, 9, 10

The Government of Aland has commissioned a study made by ASUB (Statistics
and Research Aland) on "Aland's future growth — opportunities and challenges". It
shows that the four megatrends in the world are technological development,
climate change and climate policy, changing in population structure and the global
redistribution of economic power. All these trends will have an impact on the
development of the economy in Aland. It affects working life, what kind of
competence that is demanded, changing conditions and requirements for policy
control, changing consumer behavior and labour market participation and
probably new markets will expand. Changes lead to new opportunities and it is an
advantage for a small society with the possibility of fast making decisions, but
also in terms of seeing new business opportunities. The Government of Aland has
identified increased migration and digitization as focus areas in the coming years.

Point 12

Aland, as a region in Europe, is a pioneer with a higher employment rate for
women than for men but also regarding a high level of employment. Work
remains to create equal conditions for women to participate in decision-making
positions. More work also needed to increase the economic equality.

Point 13
The Government of Aland supports all efforts made to prevent 'lost generations',
that is, people who don’t enter the labour market after their studies.

Point 14, 15, 17
The Government of Aland have adopted a plastic strategy (in 2019) to reduce the
spread of plastics and microplastics in the environment.

Point 19, 21

A Sea Plan for Aland is being developed to protect and restore marine habitats.
The maritime planning has been carried out through the completed cooperation
project Pan Baltic Scope.

In cooperation with Abo Akademi University, The Government of Aland
participating in the project Aland Seamap. The aim is to make an inventory of the
underwater nature around Aland with the purpose of protecting it.



After worrying reports of the cod status, the Government of Aland together with
Natural Resources Institute Finland (LUKE), will launch a scientific study of the
cod around the Aland Islands in 2020.

Point 22, 23

Within the province of Aland, legislation on environmental impact assessment
(EIA) and environmental assessment is used in cases that have a significant
environmental impact.

Point 25

Freedom of movement within Europe requires systems that can take advantage of
knowledge and competence from other countries. Good or common systems also
facilitate migration from non-European countries in areas such as education,
labour, access to basic services, housing and health care, and social inclusion.
Aland works according to the "The Government of Aland's integration promotion
program”, national guidelines and guidelines from the EU, including the
“Integration Action Plan of Third-Country Nationals ”. People that comes to
Aland as quota refugees/refugees or residing here during their asylum application,
are subject to national legislation regarding integration. Other immigrants are
subject to local legislation.

Point 28

In 2016, the Government of Aland established the network barkraft.ax together
with actors from the trade and industry, civil society and education. Barkraft.ax
performs several different functions. One of them is providing a platform for
dialogue between both individuals and organisations from all sectors of the
society. Physical and digital meeting points for conversations regarding the
development of society are available to everyone living in Aland.

Point 26-30

The fact that Aland is a very small region has not yet enabled immigrants to
receive all service at only one service point. The responsibility is divided by the
state, the Government of Aland and municipalities. Nor are all services available
in Aland all the time. For example, the Finnish Immigrations Service, which is
responsible for permit matters, will come to Aland only every 6 weeks.

Aland have 16 municipalities. Everyone has the responsibility to have a good
integration in their municipality and has its own integration programs and any
possible agreements with the state regarding the reception of refugees. The
Municipalities Social Services (KST) is a new association of municipalities that
obliges municipalities to a coordinated social service. They begin their operations
in January 1, 2021. Integration is one of many social matters that will be
transferred into their field of responsibility.

The Government of Aland has regular coordination meetings with the
municipalities and the third sector to take note of current needs and interests. For
example, by arranging language cafés, different kind of educations, other
activities etcetera. The Government of Aland gives the opportunity to the third
sector to seek special funds for various integration projects.

The Government of Aland is the principal in the AMIF project “4 safe port”. In
this project, networking has been deepened and special efforts have been carried
out. For example, training of Society and Health Communicators. Hopefully the
communicators will improve giving the necessary social information and a
possibility to give information in their mother tongue. Hopefully the information



also will reach a wider target group at an earlier stage. The project also launched a
new digital platform www.integration.ax that gather all the necessary information
in one place.

The Government of Aland has an information office, Kompassen (Compass), that
non-Nordic migrants can visit to be referred to the right public authority. People
moving within the Nordic region are offered support through the Nordic Council
of Ministers information service, Info Norden, that has an office in Aland.

Point 31

Good examples are a good start for new ideas. Today, it is possible to be inspired
by good example of integration, through different digital platforms in Finland, the
Nordic region and Europe. Then it is often necessary to adapt requirements and
strategies to local conditions to have the best possible effect.
