QUESTIONS PRESENTED BY THE MONITORING COMMITTEE FOR THE CONGRESS OF
LOCAL AND REGIONAL AUTHORITIES

In response to the questions put forward on 17 April 2024 by the Monitoring Committee
of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities, the Government of Aland would like to
present the following:

Aland in general

The Aland Islands, Aland, are an autonomous region in Finland. Aland consists of
approximately 6 800 islands (larger than 0,25 hectares), of which 60 islands are inhabited
by 30 400 inhabitants. Aland has been a demilitarized zone since 1856 and neutralized
zone since 1921. The guarantees for Aland’s special status are enshrined in international
agreements, customary law and national legislation. Aland’s unique position is based on a
decision by the League of Nations in 1921. In addition to confirming Aland’s demilitarized
and neutralized status, the League of Nations granted Finland sovereignty of Aland.
However, Finland was also obligated to ensure the Alandic population'’s rights to the
Swedish language, culture, local customs and an extensive system of self-governance.

The decision from 1921 guaranteed the residents of Aland that Swedish would be the sole
official language. The status of the Swedish language, the extensive self-governance and
legislative authority for Aland are established in Sjdilvstyrelselagen foér Aland, the Self-
Government Act for Aland (FFS 1144/1991). The act is adopted by the Finnish Parliament.
Any amendment to the Self-Government Act must follow the same legislative process as a
constitutional amendment, but it also requires the consent of Alands lagting, the Aland
Parliament. The division of legislative authority between Aland and Finland can therefore
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only be changed through mutual agreement. According to the Self-Government Act,
Swedish is the sole official language on Aland. This means that Swedish is the language
used by municipal, regional and state authorities on Aland. Authorities on Aland have the
right to communicate in Swedish with central government authorities in Finland.
Publications and documents sent to the authorities on Aland from central government
agencies must be in Swedish.

The current Self-Government Act, which is the third in order, came into effect on January
1, 1993. This act grants Aland the right to exercise its own budgetary authority and enact
legislation in areas related to internal affairs. Areas that are covered are local authorities
(at the municipal level), education, culture, healthcare, environment, promotion of
industry (including agriculture and fishing), internal transportation, postal services, radio
and television. Additionally, Aland has legislative authority over its police operations, thus
maintaining our own police force.

In areas where Aland does not have legislative authority, national legislation applies in the
same way as in other parts of Finland. These areas include foreign policy, most areas of
civil and criminal law, the judiciary, customs and state taxation. For the purpose of
parliamentary elections, Finland is divided into 13 electoral districts in accordance with
the division into provinces. A number of representatives proportional to the number of
Finnish citizens residing in the district six months prior to the elections is elected from
each district. However, from the electoral district of Aland there is always one (1) elected
representative to ensure that Aland’s interests are taken into account in areas where
Aland does not have legislative authority.

According to the Self-Government Act, Aland does not have the authority to conduct
foreign policy. Nevertheless, Aland has some influence over international agreements if
those agreements pertain to areas within Aland’s competence. For example, if an
international agreement contains provisions related to municipalities, it does not
automatically apply to Aland simply because Finland has signed the agreement. In
accordance with the Self-Government Act, the agreement becomes effective on Aland
only after Alands lagting has given its consent to Aland’s accession to the agreement.
Alands lagting granted its approval for the European Charter of Local Self-Government in
January 1991. This means that the government of Aland is responsible for implementing
the charter on Aland.

Municipalities on Aland

Due to the division of competences between Aland and Finland, the Finnish government
does not have the authority to decide on matters related to areas within Aland’s
competence. Matters related to municipalities, municipal elections and municipal taxation
fall under Aland's authority.
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Aland is divided into 16 municipalities, ranging in size from 110 inhabitants in the smallest
municipality to 11 800 inhabitants in the largest. Municipal decision-making is carried out
by municipal councils, which are elected through general elections for a four-year term.
The political work is carried out by the members in their free time, for which they receive
compensation. The level of compensation varies between municipalities. Municipalities
have extensive decision-making authority, especially compared to Finnish municipalities
after the social and healthcare reform in Finland, and they can be organized in different
ways. According to current legislation, municipalities are responsible for various services,
including childcare, primary education, elderly care, social services, libraries and culture.
Basic services should be provided in all municipalities but can be organized differently
depending on the place of residence. The level of municipal tax varies between
municipalities.

The government of Aland supports the municipalities financially through the
landskapsandelssystem, the regional allocation system of Aland. The allocation system
annually distributes a sum to the municipalities. In 2024, this figure is approximately 40
million euros. The allocation system is used for mandatory social services in municipalities
in accordance with the constitution and other legislation. Approximately half of the total
income for the smallest municipalities comes from the regional allocation system. The
government of Aland is responsible for healthcare. Therefore, municipalities are not
responsible for healthcare services on Aland.

Municipalities on Aland are of the opinion that they are not allocated sufficient funds
through the allocation system. The justification is often that new municipal tasks have
been added and that higher service levels have been introduced through legislation.
However, the government of Aland’s budget is also strained and it is not possible to
strengthen municipalities’ finances with additional funds through the allocation system.
Municipalities have the option to raise municipal taxes, although this is not always
politically feasible, and thus enhance their economy.

There is a Samrdadsdelegation fér kommunala fragor, a Delegation for Consultation
regarding municipal questions. Parties to the delegation are the Government of Aland,
the municipal alliance Alands Kommunférbund, the City of Mariehamn and the
municipality of Jomala. Alands Kommunférbund consists of 14 out of 16 municipalities on
Aland. The two largest municipalities, the City of Mariehamn and the municipality of
Jomala, are not part of the alliance. Therefore, they have direct representation in the
delegation. The aim with the delegation is to function as an advisory organisation to
exchange views and information in matters relating to municipal questions. The
delegation meets approximately 6-7 times per year. The delegation is only advisory and
cannot make any decisions in matters of fact. The delegation deals with matters
concerning: 1. financial resources of local authorities, 2. legislation concerning municipal
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finances, administration and tasks, 3. the Government of Aland's draft budget, 4. other
questions concerning the relationship between the Government of Aland and the
municipalities.

The Government of Aland supervises that the municipalities are in compliance with
current legislation for education, social services and elections. The supervision is handled
by civil servants employed by the Government of Aland or by independent regulatory
authorities created by the Government of Aland.

Challenges regarding the legality of decisions made by the Government of Aland can be
brought before the Supreme Administrative Court in accordance with the Self-
Government Act. A municipality wishing to appeal a decision made by the Government of
Aland should therefore address the Supreme Administrative Court in Helsinki, not the
Aland Administrative Court. Appeals against decisions made by authorities under the
Government of Aland or by municipal authorities are filed with the Aland Administrative
Court.

A recent reform was the creation of Kommunernas socialtjdnst, The Alliance for Municipal
Social Services, in 2020. According to the law, there must be a social welfare area on
Aland. In the alliance agreement, the municipalities have agreed that this task shall be
handled by the alliance Kommunernas socialtjénst. All municipalities are members of the
alliance. Before 2020, most of the social services were handled by each and every
municipality separately. Kommunernas socialtjéinst is responsible for all social welfare
services on Aland, except for childcare and care for the elderly which is still handled by
each municipality separately. The purpose of the alliance is to create equal social services
on Aland with efficient use of resources, a collective competence and a high level of
specialisation among the staff, a strong level of anonymity and a high level of legal
protection.

Aland in relation to Finland

The Self-Government on Aland entails, among other things, that the region has authority
over its budget in areas where Aland has legislative and administrative powers. Each
autumn, the Government of Aland submits a budget proposal to lagtinget, which makes
decisions regarding the budget. Regarding taxes, Aland only has authority over municipal
taxes. Most of the taxes collected on Aland are therefore state taxes, which contribute to
the state budget. In return for the tasks handled by Aland, the state annually reimburses
Aland through a special settlement amount and a tax settlement in accordance with the
Self-Government Act.

The settlement amount and tax settlement constitute approximately 75 % of the total
revenue in Aland’s budget. Other revenues include income from the Aland’s own
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operations, such as patient fees from healthcare services, fees for trips with archipelago
ferries, media fees, returns from Alands Penningautomatférening (an international gaming
company founded on Aland which is licensed and controlled by the Government of
Aland) and dividends from ownership shares in companies.

Aland's self-government is constantly evolving, as evidenced by the ongoing revision of
the Self-Government Act. The process has been underway for about 10-15 years,
involving various working groups. Attempts have been made to find amendment
proposals that can be accepted by both Aland and Finland. The purpose of the revision is
to modernize the Self-Government Act from 1993 and to expand Aland's ability to take
over legislative authority from Finland in areas that would benefit the Alandic society.
Additionally, there are conflicts between Finland's constitution and the Self-Government
Act that need to be addressed. In 2021, a new economic system under the Self-
Government Act came into effect. Work continues regarding the other objectives.

In 2023, Finland implemented a comprehensive social and healthcare reform. Aland was
not directly affected by the reform, as Aland has its own legislative authority in this area.
However, there are parts of the reform that also impact Aland, resulting in unintended
consequences. Aland is attempting to address these consequences in connection with the
revision of the Self-Government Act. So far, Aland and Finland have not reached a
common solution, but the work continues.

In general, the Government of Aland maintains a functional collaboration with the
Government of Finland. However, a challenge arises from the fact that Finland does not
always meet the language requirement that all communication between Aland and
Finland must occur in Swedish, in accordance with the Self-Government Act. It is common
for preparatory work on legislative proposals in Finland to not be fully available in
Swedish. According to the Self-Government Act, Swedish is the sole official language on
Aland, unlike in Finland. These provisions in the Self-Government Act deviate from the
constitution and the national language law (FFS 423/2003). As a consequence of the
League of Nations’ decision in 1921, Finland is obligated to guarantee the Aland
population their Swedish language rights. The Government of Aland acknowledges that
proposed reforms in Finland affecting the ability to function in Swedish also have
implications for Aland. This results in increased difficulty for Aland to communicate with
national authorities in Swedish. Additionally, Aland is sometimes overlooked during the
preparation of legislation in Finland, leading to national legislation being sent to the
parliament in Finland or adopted without the Government of Aland having the
opportunity to analyse or express views on the potential effects for Aland.
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General feedback to the Monitoring Committee

For the next review, it would be appropriate to primarily consult the Government of Aland
and the municipalities on Aland. While the Governor of Aland possesses valuable
expertise and information, they cannot be considered a representative of the Aland
municipalities in their role. The Monitoring Committee is warmly invited to visit Aland
during its next review.

Furthermore, the Government of Aland notes that there is a map on the Council of
Europe’s website showing states that have ratified the European Charter of Local Self-
Government. Aland is included on the map, but there is no specific information about
Aland. Alands Lagting approved the charter in January 1991. This should be duly noted on

the website.

Med anledning av de fragor som stallts den 17 april 2024 av 6vervakningskommittén for
kongressen for lokala och regionala organ énskar Alands landskapsregering framféra
foljande.

Allmint om Aland

Aland é&r ett sjalvstyrt omrade i Finland. Aland bestar av ca 6 800 6ar (stérre 4n 0,25
hektar), varav 60 éar ar bebodda av ca 30 400 invanare. Aland har utgjort en
demilitariserad zon sedan 1856 och en neutraliserad zon sedan 1921. Garantierna for
Alands speciella status finns s&val i internationella éverenskommelser och sedvaneratt,
som i nationell lagstiftning. Alands sarstallning bygger pé ett beslut fran Nationernas
Foérbund &r 1921. Férutom att bekrafta Alands demilitariserade och neutraliserade status,
beslét Nationernas Férbund att bevilja Finland suverénitet éver Aland. Finland &lades
dock att garantera den aldndska befolkningen dess svenska sprak, kultur, lokala seder
samt ett system for omfattande sjalvstyre.

Beslutet frdn 1921 garanterade invanarna pa Aland svenska som det enda officiella
spraket. Statusen foér det svenska spraket, den omfattande sjalvstyrelsen och Alands
lagstiftningsbehdrighet faststalls i sjalvstyrelselagen for Aland (FFS 1144/1991).
Sjalvstyrelselagen antas av Finlands riksdag. En andring av sjélvstyrelselagen maste félja
samma lagstiftningsforfarande som en grundlagsandring, men kraver daven samtycke av
Alands lagting. Uppdelningen av lagstiftningsbehorigheten mellan Aland och Finland kan
darfor endast dndras i samférstand. Enligt sjalvstyrelselagen ar svenska det enda officiella
spraket p& Aland. Detta innebér bland annat att svenska ar det sprék som anvénds av
kommunala, regionala och statliga myndigheter p& Aland. Myndigheterna pa Aland har
ratt att kommunicera pa svenska med riksmyndigheterna i riket. Publikationer och
dokument som skickas till landskapsmyndigheterna fran riksmyndigheter maste vara pa
svenska.
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Den nuvarande sjalvstyrelselagen, den tredje i ordningen, tradde i kraft den 1 januari
1993. Sjalvstyrelselagen ger Aland ratt att utéva egen budgetbefogenhet samt anta
lagstiftning inom omraden som ror inre angeldagenheter. Bland de omraden som omfattas
ar lokala myndigheter (kommunal niva), utbildning, kultur, halso- och sjukvard, miljo,
framjande av naringsverksamhet (bland annat jordbruk och fiske), interna transporter,
post, radio och TV. Aven d& det galler polisverksamheten har Aland egen
lagstiftningsbehdrighet och sdledes en egen polismyndighet.

Inom de omraden dar Aland inte har lagstiftningsbehdrighet géller rikslagstiftningen pa
samma satt som i andra delar av Finland. Dessa omraden omfattar utrikespolitik, de flesta
omraden av civil- och straffratt, domstolsvasendet, tullen och statsbeskattningen.

For riksdagsvalet har Finland indelats i 13 valkretsar utgaende fran landskapsindelningen.
Fordelningen av riksdagsmandaten mellan valkretsarna verkstalls pa grund av antalet
finska medborgare i valkretsen i fraga i férhallande till alla finska medborgare som ar
bosatta i Finland sex manader fére valdagen. | Alands valkrets véljs dock alltid en (1)
riksdagsledamot for att sakerstalla att Alands intressen beaktas inom de omraden dar
Aland inte har lagstiftningsbehérighet.

Enligt sjélvstyrelselagen har Aland inte behérighet att utéva utrikespolitik. Trots detta har
Aland en viss grad av inflytande pd internationella avtal, om avtalen innehaller
bestammelser inom omraden inom Alands behérighet. Om ett internationellt avtal till
exempel innehaller bestammelser i forhallande till kommunerna ar avtalet inte i kraft pa
Aland genom att Finland har undertecknat avtalet. | enlighet med sjalvstyrelselagen trader
avtalet i kraft pa Aland endast efter att lagtinget har gett sitt bifall till Alands anslutning
till avtalet. Alands lagting gav sitt samtycke till den Europeiska konventionen om lokal
sjalvstyrelse i januari 1991. Detta innebar att landskapsregeringen ansvarar for
genomférandet av konventionen pa Aland.

Alands kommuner

Som en foljd av behérighetsfordelningen mellan landskapet och riket har finska staten
inte behdrighet att besluta om frdgor som rér omréden inom Alands behérighet.
Kommuner, kommunalval och kommunalbeskattning hor till landskapets behorighet.

Aland &r indelat i 16 kommuner som varierar i storlek frén 110 invénare i den minsta
kommunen till 11 800 i den stérsta. Kommunernas beslutanderatt utdvas av
kommunfullméaktige som véljs genom allménna val fér en period av fyra ar. Det politiska
arbetet utfors av ledamoterna pa deras fritid, for vilket de mottar ett arvode. Arvodenas
niva varierar mellan kommunerna. Kommunerna har en omfattande beslutanderétt,
sarskilt i jamforelse med de finska kommunerna efter social- och halsovardsreformen i
Finland, och kan organiseras pa olika satt. Enligt géllande lagstiftning ansvarar
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kommunerna fér bland annat barnomsorg, primar utbildning, dldreomsorg, sociala
tjanster, bibliotek och kultur. Bastjanster bor tillgodoses i samtliga kommuner, men kan
organiseras pa olika satt beroende pa boendeort. Nivan pad kommunalskatten skiljer sig
mellan kommunerna.

Landskapsregeringen bidrar ekonomiskt till kommunerna genom
landskapsandelssystemet. Landskapsandelssystemet distribuerar arligen en summa till
kommunerna. 2024 &r siffran ca 40 000 000 euro. Landskapsandelssystemet anvands for
obligatoriska sociala tjdnster i kommunerna i enlighet med grundlagen och &vrig
lagstiftning. Ungefar halften av den totala inkomsten fér de minsta kommunerna
harstammar fran landskapsandelssystemet. Alands landskapsregering ansvarar fér halso-
och sjukvarden. Saledes ansvarar inte kommunerna for hélso- och sjukvardstjanster pa
Aland.

Kommunerna pa Aland anser inte att de tilldelas tillrickligt med medel genom
landskapsandelssystemet. Motiveringen ar ofta att nya kommunala uppgifter har
tillkommit och att hogre servicenivaer inforts genom lagstiftning. Landskapsregeringens
budget ar dock ocksa anstrangd och det ar inte maojligt att forstarka kommunernas
ekonomi med utékade medel genom landskapsandelssystemet. Kommunerna har
mojlighet att hdja kommunalskatten, dven om detta inte alltid &r politiskt genomférbart,
och pa sa satt forstarka sin ekonomi.

Det finns en Samradsdelegation fér kommunala frdgor pé Aland. Parter i delegationen ar
landskapsregeringen, Alands kommunférbund, Mariehamns stad och Jomala kommun.
Alands kommunférbund bestar av 14 av 16 kommuner pé Aland. De tvéa storsta
kommunerna (Mariehamns stad och Jomala kommun) &r inte medlemmar i Alands
kommunforbund varfor de har direkt representation i samradsdelegationen. Syftet med
delegationen &r att fungera som ett radgivande organ for utbyte av synpunkter och
stallningstaganden i frdgor som ar av betydelse fér kommunerna. Delegationen
sammantrader ca 6-7 ganger per ar. Delegationen ér ett forum for samrad och kan inte
fatta beslut som binder part som ingar i delegationen. Parterna kan féra bland annat
foljande arenden till samrad: 1. den kommunala finansieringsprincipen, 2. lagstiftning som
géller kommunernas ekonomi, férvaltning och uppgifter, 3. landskapsregeringens
budgetforslag, 4. andra fragor som berér relationen mellan landskapet och kommunerna.

Landskapsregeringen utovar tillsyn éver hur kommunerna foljer gallande lagstiftning for
utbildning, sociala tjanster och val. Tillsynen skots av tjansteman anstallda vid
landskapsregeringen eller av oberoende tillsynsmyndigheter som grundats genom
landskapslagstiftning.

Besvar 6ver lagligheten av landskapsregeringens beslut far anféras hos hogsta
forvaltningsdomstolen i enlighet med sjalvstyrelselagen. En kommun som vill Iamna in ett
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besvar ver ett beslut fran landskapsregeringen ska saledes inte vanda sig till Alands
forvaltningsdomstol, utan till hdgsta forvaltningsdomstolen i Helsingfors. Besvar éver
beslut som har fattats av myndigheter under landskapsregeringen eller av kommunala
myndigheter anférs hos Alands férvaltningsdomstol.

En reform som gjordes relativt nyligen pé& Aland var bildandet av Kommunernas
socialtjanst k.f. ar 2020. Enligt landskapslag (2016:2) om en kommunalt samordnad
socialtjanst utgér landskapet Aland ett socialvardsomréade. Kommunerna har i
grundavtalet kommit 6verens om att socialvardsuppgiften ska handhas av Kommunernas
socialtjanst. Alla dlandska kommuner ar medlemmar i kommunalférbundet. Innan 2020
hanterades socialvarden separat av alla kommuner. Kommunernas socialtjanst ar ansvarig
for all socialvard pa Aland, férutom barnomsorg och dldreomsorg vilket fortfarande
hanteras enskilt av varje kommun. Malet med att samordna socialvarden &r att skapa en
likvéardig service pa Aland, en effektiv anvdandning av resurser, en samlad kompetens och
hog specialisering inom personalen, en hdg integritet och anonymitet samt ett gott
rattsskydd.

Aland i férhallande till Finland

Sjalvstyrelsen innebar bland annat att landskapet bestammer 6ver budgeten inom de
omraden dar Aland har lagstiftnings- och férvaltningsbehérighet. Varje host Iamnar
landskapsregeringen ett budgetforslag till lagtinget som fattar beslut om budgeten. Nar
det galler skatter har Aland endast behérighet fér kommunala skatter. De flesta skatter
som uppbars i landskapet ar saledes statliga och gar in i statens budget. | gengald for de
uppgifter som landskapet skoter aterfér staten varje ar medel till Aland genom en sérskild
avrakning (avrakningsbeloppet) och en skatteavrakning i enlighet med sjalvstyrelselagen.

Avrédkningsbeloppet och skatteavrakningen utgdr ungefar 75 % av de totala intdkterna i
landskapets budget. Ovriga intakter bestar av exempelvis inkomster fran landskapets
egen verksamhet som patientavgifter fran halso- och sjukvarden, avgifter for resor med
skérgardsfarjorna samt medieavgift, avkastning fran Alands Penningautomatférening och
utdelning fran dgarandelar i bolag.

Alands sjalvstyrelse ar standigt under utveckling vilket kan ses i den pagaende
revideringen av sjalvstyrelselagen. Processen har pagatt under ca 10-15 ar, bland annat i
olika arbetsgrupper, dar forsék har gjorts for att hitta andringsférslag som kan omfattas
av béde Aland och Finland. Syftet med revideringen &r dels att modernisera
sjalvstyrelselagen fran 1993 och dels har Aland velat utéka majligheten att ta 6ver
lagstiftningsbehdrighet fran riket inom omraden som skulle vara till gagn for det dlandska
samhallet. Dartill finns det aven konflikter mellan Finlands grundlag och sjalvstyrelselagen
som bor dtgardas. Ar 2021 tradde ett nytt ekonomiskt system enligt sjalvstyrelselagen i
kraft. Gallande de 6vriga malsattningarna fortsatter arbetet.
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Ar 2023 genomférde Finland en omfattande social- och halsovardsreform. Aland
paverkades inte direkt av reformen d& Aland har egen lagstiftningsbehérighet pa
omradet. Det finns dock delar av reformen som &ven paverkar Aland vilket har fatt
odnskade konsekvenser fér Aland. Dessa konsekvenser forsoker Aland &tgarda i samband
med revideringen av sjalvstyrelselagen. An sd lange har Aland och Finland inte enats om
en gemensam ldsning, men arbetet fortsatter.

Generellt har Alands landskapsregering ett fungerande samarbete med riksregeringen.
Utmanande ar dock att Finland inte alltid uppfyller sprakkravet om att all kommunikation
mellan Aland och Finland ska ske pa svenska i enlighet med sjalvstyrelselagen. Det sker
regelbundet att till exempel férarbeten till lagférslag i riket inte i sin helhet finns
tillgangliga pa svenska. Enligt sjalvstyrelselagen &r svenska det enda officiella spraket pa
Aland, till skillnad fran i riket. Bestammelserna i sjalvstyrelselagen utgér ett undantag fran
grundlagen och rikets spraklag (FFS 423/2003). Som en foljd av beslutet fran Nationernas
Forbund 1921 &r Finland skyldig att garantera befolkningen pé Aland sitt svenska sprak.
Landskapsregeringen konstaterar att om féreslagna reformer i Finland paverkar
mojligheten att fungera pa svenska i riket leder det till konsekvenser dven for Aland,
eftersom det resulterar i att det blir allt svarare for landskapet att kommunicera med
riksmyndigheterna pé svenska. Ibland gléms landskapet &ven bort vid beredning av
lagstiftning i riket, vilket resulterar i att den nationella lagstiftningen ibland skickas till
riksdagen eller antas utan att landskapsregeringen har givits mojlighet att analysera eller
framfér synpunkter om de méjliga effekterna for Aland.

Allmén aterkoppling till 6vervakningskommittén

Vid nésta granskning vore det [ampligt att i férsta hand hora landskapsregeringen och
kommunerna pa Aland. Landshévdingen besitter vardefull kompetens och information,
men kan inte anses representera kommunerna pa Aland i sin roll. Overvakningskommittén
ar varmt valkommen att besdka Aland vid sin nasta granskning.

Vidare noterar landskapsregeringen att det finns en karta Over stater som har ratificerat
den europeiska konventionen om lokal sjélvstyrelse p& Europaradets webbplats. Aland
finns med pa kartan, men det finns ingen information om Aland.
